LENTEN REGULATIONS 

 

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of 

Lent.  The following fasting & abstinence 

regulations are observed: 

 

Abstinence from meat is observed on Ash 

Wednesday, Good Friday, and all the Fri-

days of Lent by all Catholics 14 years and 

older.  
 

Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday 

and Good Friday by all Catholics who are 

18 years of age but not yet 59.  Those 

bound by this rule may take only one full 

meal.  Two smaller meals are permitted as 

necessary to maintain strength according to 

one’s needs.  Eating solid foods between 

meals in not permitted, but liquids are al-

lowed.   
 

The obligation does not apply to those 

whose health or ability to work would be 

affected seriously.   
 

People in doubt about fast or abstinence 
should consult a parish priest or confessor.
